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Assembly Instructions:

1. Remove parts washer from carton

2. Remove parts from inside parts washer

3.  Carefully lay the parts washer on it’s lid (lay cardboard on the floor first to
prevent damage and scratches)

4.  Mount four legs on brackets with M6x12 Phillips head screws and Mé nuts
NOTE: DO NOT TIGHTEN AT THIS STAGE

5. Place lower shelf between legs with flat surface up and attached legs with

M6x12 Phillips head screws and Mé nuts.

Using legs press tightly against lower shelf, and then tighten all screws.

Then tighten all screws in step 4

Stand the Parts Washer up, ensure that you hold the lid closed

Put work shelf and parts tub into Parts Washer
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0. Mount pump assembly into slot on the side of the Parts Washer then insert
filter screen

11. Plug Parts Washer into standard 240Volt (50Hz) grounded outlet and fill water

and detergent mixture to desired level

12. Turn on switch. Fluid should now be flowing from the flexible hose.

Warning:

The pump of your Parts Washer may be damaged if you use solvents other than those
listed above such as Methylethy 1 Keton (MEK), Perchloroethylene or Trichloroethylene.

Trouble Shooting:

The only trouble you should ever experience with your Parts Washer is reduced volume
flow or no flow of cleaning liquid from the flex hose nozzle. The probable cause is

foreign matter in the flex hose.

Corrective Procedure:

1. Check if indicator light on switch box is lit.

2. Using an insulated handle screw driver to lightly touch tip of housing of motor.
A light oscillation magnetic pull indicates power is reaching the motor.

3. Disconnect power plug, remove flex hose from pump flow-out line.

4. Remove front of pump housing by removing 3 screws.
Clean any foreign matter lodged around impeller.

5. Reassemble in reverse order.

Service:

1. Regularly clean the filter to ensure good flow through pump and hose.
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Replace cleaning fluid when it becomes too contaminated.
